IMPORTANT NOTE FOR CANON CAMERA OWNERS

Canon will clean the mirror boxeson the EOS1D Mark Il and EOS -1Ds
Mark lll digital SLR cameras for free because of an oitspotting
problem on the low pass filter surface.

In a service notice, Canon notes, "We have discovered that images taken
by some EOS1D Mark Illimand EOS -1Ds Mark 111 digital SLR cameras
may exhibit ring-shaped spots.... These ringhaped spots are the images g
oil lubricant on the surface of the low pass filter (LPF), which is located in
front of the CMOS sensor. This oil is used inside the Mirror Box to
lubricate some of the camera’s moving parts. If the oil is applied too
liberally when the camera is manufactured, it can become scattered onto
the surface of the LPF through normal camera operation."

If you've experienced this oil spotting or have seen oil on the gace of the
back side of the mirror, contact Canon's Customer Support Center. It will
arrange free cleaning of the mirror box.

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How to Photograph Silhouettes in 8 Easy Steps
by Darren Rowse

I normally talk about the importance of using a flash when taking shots into the sun to give sufficient light to adddeatures
your subjecbut thereare also times when making your subject featureless apart from their outline against a bright background
can be most effectiveor when in other wordsilhouetteis a worth exploring.

Silhouettesare a wonderful way to convey drama, mystery, emotiomaoat! to the viewers of your photos and often stand out
in an al bum because of the combination of their sitmpl i ci
give the viewer of a clear picture of everything but leave part of thgemp to their imagination to wonder about.

The basic strategy youdll need to employ in takingdoupil ho
in front of some source of light and to force your camera to set its exguzsee upon the brightest part of your picture (the
background) and not the subject of your image.

In doing this your subject will be under exposed (and very dark, if not black).

There are a lot of very technical descriptions going around on how toreedesghouette shots that you might want to look up
but | et me attempt to run through some basic stepdodohat
i s make your camera think t haaetmostintérestedime bri ght parts of

Herebébs how to do it:
1. Choose a Strong Subject

Almost any object can be made into a silhouette, however some are better than others. Choose something with a strong and
recognizable shape that will be interesting enough in dsdiwensional form to hold the interest of those viewing your image.

2. Turn off your Flash

If you have your camera in autontathode your camera will probably want to use its flash which will ruin the silhouette.
Basically you want as little light on the front of your subject as poss#uiehe flash hastogo(basibut | 6ve seen
attempted silhouette shots with thesfidiring).

3. Get Your Light Right

When it comes to |lighting your subject youol I need kt o th
a little backwards. Instead of lighting the front of your subject, in silhouettes youmerdure that there is more light shining

from the background than the foreground of your stootto put it another wayyou want to light the back of your subject

rather than the front. The perfect light for this is placing your subject in frondwiset or sunrisebut really any bright light

will be able to do the trick.

4. Frame your image

Frame your shot so you are shooting with your subject in front of a nice plain, but bright background. Usually the best
backgrounds will be a bright cloudlesisy with the sun setting. You want to position the brightest light source behind your
subject (either so that they hide it or so that its in the background somewhere).

5. Make silhouetted shapes distinct and uncluttered

If there is more than one shapeoobj ect i n the image that youdre attempting
are silhouetting a tree and a person dondét have themintoper s
one shape and as a résidur viewers could be confused about what the shape is.

Al so when framing youodll probably want to photograpn sil
that more of their features (nose, mouth, eyes) are outlined andrtheyore likely to be recognized.
