Making sense of lenses for SLRS 
 

People are upgrading to digital SLRs. Buying a digital SLR is tricky enough. But things get more complicated when deciding on a lens. 

There's no easy way to know how close a lens will get you to your subject. Until now, that is. 

Both Nikon and Canon have focal length simulators on their sites. Focal length dictates a photo's angle of view. Short lengths give you 

wide angles. Telephoto lenses have longer lengths. Canon's simulator is easy to use. You just select a focal length. The site will show 

you how it changes a photo. Or, use the grid view to compare a multitude of focal lengths. Nikon's simulator is a little more 

complicated. It lets you choose between full-frame and cropped-frame cameras. You can also specify if the lens is digital-specific or 

not.  

Digital SLR Camera Lenses 

 

 

   

Digital SLRs are becoming increasingly popular. With so many lens choices, it is important to know your options before 

purchasing lenses for your camera. With a 35mm film camera, choosing a lens is fairly simple. A 35mm lens captures 

images as you see them. Shorter lenses take wide-angle pictures. For example, 28mm, 24mm and 20mm are common focal 

lengths for wide-angle lenses. 

 

 

Lenses with focal lengths greater than 35mm are telephoto lenses. They allow you to take close-up photos without getting 

closer to your subject. Unfortunately, choosing lenses for a digital SLR is more complicated. That's because the sensor that 

captures images is usually smaller than a frame of 35mm film. Lenses, on the other hand, are still labeled for 35mm film 

cameras. That is, unless you buy a digital-specific lens. I see few of these advertised. Because digital sensors are smaller 

than film frames, images are magnified. This is called field of view crop. Field of view crop is also called the focal length 

multiplier or multiplication factor. Common values for field of view crop range from 1.3 to 2. You multiply a lens' focal 

length by the multiplier to determine its 35mm equivalent. 

 

 

 

 

Finding the focal length multiplier can be difficult. For my camera, I found it on a camera review site on the Internet. 

Say, for example, your camera sensor's field of view crop is 1.5. A 50mm lens will give you a focal length of 75mm. 

With a digital SLR, you'll probably want lenses with shorter focal lengths. This is particularly true when it comes to wide-angle lenses. 

On a digital, 28mm and 24mm lenses may not produce wide-angle photos. 

 

 

 

When you look at lenses, you'll see two different types: fixed-length and zoom. Don't confuse zoom lenses with telephoto lenses. Zoom 

simply means that the barrel of the lens extends to change the focal length. You'll find both wide-angle and telephoto zoom lenses. 

Which is better? A zoom lens will give you more versatility; it is also cheaper than buying many different lenses. But some people 

believe zoom results are less crisp. If you're just starting out, I'd recommend a standard zoom lens. About 28-105mm is good for 

beginners. This allows you to take pictures from a variety of perspectives. Of course, you'll probably miss out on wide-angle shots. If 

you like to take landscapes, pick up a wide-angle lens. A focal length shorter than 16mm will give you the fisheye effect, though. This 

distorts the image, causing it to curve around the edges. 

 

 

A large f-number gives you a wide depth of field. Shutter speeds are slower, as the aperture doesn't open very far. Small f-numbers 

give you a shallow field of view and fast shutter times. Ideally, the lens should have a wide range when it comes to f-numbers. But it is 

more important to have a lens with a small f-number (for example 1/1.4 as opposed to 1/2.8). The smallest f-number is often referred to 

as the lens' speed. That's because it will dictate the fastest shutter speed you can get with the lens. 

And finally, make sure the lens will fit your camera. Manufacturers such as Tamron and Sigma make lenses that fit other 

manufacturers' cameras. If you buy a third-party lens, make sure it is compatible. 

I would spend a little more for a lens made by the camera manufacturer. You shouldn't have compatibility issues, and all the features 

should work. And, if you have problems, you only have to deal with one company. 



 

 

  

You may ask can digital cameras accommodate 35mm lenses? I am a better than average photographer. Film 

photography is all in the lenses. So, being able to use my lenses on a digital camera would be cost effective and 

hopefully retain the quality of photographs I have enjoyed for many years.  I understand your wanting to use your old 

lenses on a digital camera. You've probably spent a small fortune assembling your collection. You shouldn't have to 

dump it for the move to digital. 

 

 

Not all digital SLR (single lens reflex) cameras will accept your old lenses. Some manufacturers have used the same 

lens designs for decades. But you should still be careful with your choices. When you bought lenses, you made sure 

that they fit your camera. Now you've got to find a camera that will fit your lenses. Most manufacturers use 

proprietary lens mounts. Look first to the manufacturer that made your film camera. Nikon, Canon list lens 

compatibility online. Compatibility is usually included along with each camera's specifications. Sony cameras use the 

Konica Minolta lens mount. Check the specifications for Sony cameras to see which lenses are compatible. 
 

 

You can also search for individual models on Amazon.com for lens compatibility. Lists there are often more readable. 

If you can't find what you need online, try a local camera store. The people there usually are experts, and should be able 

to make a recommendation. Many digital cameras will fit your old lenses. But your lenses might not work exactly as 

you'd expect. That's because of the digital camera's image sensor. The image sensor acts like a frame of film.

Using old lenses with a digital camera 

Because they're expensive, most sensors are much smaller than real film. New, digital-specific lenses work great with them. But film 

lenses focus a larger image than a sensor can handle. A small sensor ends up cropping the image. 

This side effect is known as the focal length multiplier. The focal length multiplier is a ratio. It compares the sizes of 35mm film and an 

image sensor. A ratio of 1.6 will make a 100mm lens act like a 160mm lens. So, you'll need to learn to use your lenses a little differently. 

You can avoid this problem if your camera has a full-sized sensor (36mm x 24mm). Cameras with sensors this big are very expensive. 

Both the Sony alpha 900 and Canon 5D Mark II run $2,700. The Nikon D700 costs $3,000. Other full-frame cameras are much, much 

more expensive.
