IMPORTANT NOTE FOR CANON CAMERA OWNERS

Canon will clean the mirror boxes on the EOS-1D Mark I11 and EOS-1Ds
Mark I11 digital SLR cameras for free because of an oil-spotting
problem on the low pass filter surface.

In a service notice, Canon notes, '"We have discovered that images taken
by some EOS-1D Mark I1Im and EOS-1Ds Mark 111 digital SLR cameras
may exhibit ring-shaped spots.... These ring-shaped spots are the images of
oil lubricant on the surface of the low pass filter (LPF), which is located in
front of the CMOS sensor. This oil is used inside the Mirror Box to
lubricate some of the camera’s moving parts. If the oil is applied too
liberally when the camera is manufactured, it can become scattered onto
the surface of the LPF through normal camera operation.”

If you've experienced this oil spotting or have seen oil on the surface of the
back side of the mirror, contact Canon's Customer Support Center. It will
arrange free cleaning of the mirror box.

The latest news on the Nikon D5000 recall is currently being discussed in
the D3000/D5000 Users Group. We are also tracking the recall (which now
appears to be in a ""Phase Two") in our News Blogs.

The official Nikon Service Advisory provides a listing of serial numbers to
help you check to see if your D5000 is subject to the recall. The advisory
describes the problem as a power issue, which in some cases has made it
impossible to turn on the camera, even with a fresh battery or the AC
adapter.

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ISO Settings in Digital Photography

Thanks for the question Grant. Before | attempt to answer it let me give a quick definition of 1SO:
What is 1SO?
In traditional (film) photography ISO (or ASA) was the indication of how sensitive a film was to light. It was measured in
numbers (you’ve probably seen them on films - 100, 200, 400, 800 etc). The lower the number the lower the sensitivity of the
film and the finer the grain in the shots you’re taking.
In Digital Photography ISO measures the sensitivity of the image sensor. The same principles apply as in film photography - the
lower the number the less sensitive your camera is to light and the finer the grain. Higher 1SO settings are generally used in
darker situations to get faster shutter speeds (for example an indoor sports event when you want to freeze the action in lower
light) - however the cost is noisier shots. I’ll illustrate this below with two elargements of shots that I just took - the one on the
left is taken at 100 ISO and the one of the right at 3200 1SO (click to enlarge to see the full effect).
